FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS 
The narthex seems very busy after 
services; are we doing anything to 

help that?    
 

Great question.  We are trying to encourage every-
one to see the parlor area as an extension of the nar-
thex.  We are asking teams to ensure that Missions 
collections and sign up/easels are in the parlor, not 
the narthex, and weôre trying to encourage you to 
have your coffee there rather than gathering in con-
versation clumps in the narthex.   Visitors find it in-
timidating to be in a crowd as it is, and if everyone 
seems to be involved in little groups, it can be hard to 
find your way around or ask a question.  Iôd like to 
have a large print hymnal or ñFaith We Singò in wor-
ship -- are they available?  Yes! Please just ask an 
usher or check at the Welcome Table.    Please re-
turn them there following worship if you can. 

On Easter Sunday and on the following Communion 
Sundays, Pastor Margaret and I have been using an 
extended invitation to the Lordôs Table with very inclu-
sive language, specifically inviting men and women, 
boys and girls, those having faith as well as those seek-
ing, different races, and sexual orientation. Some have 
wondered about the origins of this invitation. The basic 
format and rhythm comes from the beginning of an an-
cient Easter sermon by Saint John Chrysostom, which 
issues a very expansive invitation to join in the celebra-
tion of the resurrection. It is widely available on the inter-
net; one page is at www.fordham.edu/halsall/source/
chrysostom-easter.html. 
 

As we gather at the Lordôs Table, it is important that no 
one feels themselves excluded on the grounds of what 
may be our limiting prejudice. While we may sometimes 
be limited by our own narrow comfort levels with some 
of our sisters and brothers, Jesus is not.

Our relationship with our friends in the North Katanga Conference continues 

on several fronts: 
Kamina Friendsô Enterprise Facilitation project continues to bear fruit. At last report 50 businesses have been started or 
expanded and over 314 jobs have been directly created. Our Enterprise Facilitator, Fabrice Ilunga Mujinga is working 
very hard helping entrepreneurs find the resources they need to turn their dreams into reality, helping themselves, their 
families, and their community. We are hopeful that Fabrice will be returning to the US for more training and will be in 
Fairport in September or October. For more information see www.kaminafriends.org. 
 

FUMC has donated $2,500 from the 50/50 Fund towards the purchase of a new airplane for the Wings of the Morning 
flight ministry in North Katanga. A new airplane is desperately needed, not only to increase the capacity of the airplane 
from 5 passengers to 15, but also to move away from the use of aviation gas to jet fuel. Aviation gas is not available in 
the eastern Congo, so Gaston Ntambo must fly to Zambia to obtain fuel and then fly drums of explosive gasoline back 
to his hangar in Lubumbashi.  Churches and annual conferences across the country are raising money to fund the new 
aircraft. This gift was presented to Bishop Matthews at Annual Conference along with a $5000 gift for Wings of the 
Morning from the Geneseo UMC. We are blessed to be able to help this effort.  For more information on Wings of the 
Morning see www.westohioumc.org/news_detail.asp?PKValue=321 .

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Applying Bible PrinciplesApplying Bible Principles  
 

An oxymoron is the use of two terms which are contradic-
tory in nature. ñJumbo shrimpò is an oxymoron. ñFerocious 
lambò is another. ñDumb scholarò is yet another. 
 

One of the saddest and most contradictory is the oxymo-
ron, ñStingy Christian.ò Because we have been redeemed 
through our faith in Christ, Christians are to be the most 
generous of all people. We have been abundantly blessed 
of God, who has given us all things richly to enjoy (Rom. 
8:32). 
 

James 1:17 expresses this truth clearly: ñEvery generous 
act of giving, with every perfect gift, is from above, coming 
down from the Father of lights, with whom there is no 
variation or shadow due to change.ò 
 

Think about some of Godôs good gifts: 
 

God gives the seed (Gen. 1:11). 
God gives the rain (Job 5:10). 
God gives health (Jer. 30:17). 
God gives life (Acts 17:25). 
God gives strength (Isa. 40:29). 
God gives grace (2 Cor. 12:9). 
God gives eternal life (Rom. 6:23). 

 

And God is the ultimate source of our money and the abil-
ity to get it. The purpose for which God gives us resources 
is stated clearly in Ecclesiastes 5:19 ð for our enjoyment. 
 

Some of us make that the primary reason for money. We 
major in pleasure and the things money can do for us. But 
there is another major purpose for which we have money, 
something that also can bring great pleasure: To give it 
back to God.  
 

Thatôs why of all the oxymorons in existence, ñStingy 
Christianò is the most contradictory. We who have been 
given the most from God are to be the most generous 
people in the world.  
 

As the tombstone in an old cemetery read, ñWhat I spent, I 
had; what I saved, I lost; what I gave, I have.ò

All sorts of things are made possible by the money we send 
to the general church.  Hereôs one story:   
 

Most soldiers do not go into a war zone and find a new ca-
reer.  But Doretta Fortenberry did.   A recent graduate of 
Texas Tech University, Fortenberry was headed toward a 
teaching career when she surprised her family and friends 
by joining the Texas National Guard in 2003. When her unit 
deployed the following year, Fortenberry landed at an Army 
base in southern Iraq, working as a clerk for the brigade 
commander.  Soldiers soon began reaching out to her 
for spiritual guidance, and Fortenberry recognized her 
calling to become an Army chaplain. Some of the soldiers 
began to call her the assistant chaplain. "After six months in 
Iraq, I knew this was what I was being called to do," she 
said.  "I felt such peace and contentment doing it. You just 
know it's the right thing." 
 

This month, she took an important step toward that goal 
when she graduated magna cum laude with a master of di-
vinity degree.  
 

It isn't an easy journey... but Fortenberry is committed to 
completing the requirements to become an elder in full con-
nection and serving as chaplain. With financial support from 
the Ministerial Education Fund the journey becomes eas-
ier. She plans to join the Army as a full-time chaplain after 
serving as the associate pastor of First United Methodist 
Church in Pearland, a Houston suburb, for two years and 
completing requirements for ordination as an elder in full 
connection.  

If you knew you could do some-
thing about alleviating poverty, 
would you?    
Our UM churches in the district are explor-
ing an initiative called ñCirclesò, in which 
people who want to get out of poverty have 
a circle of friends who help them on the 
journey.   Weôll keep you posted, but if you 
want to know more, you can find info at 
http://www.movethemountain.org/circlescampaign.aspx 
There has been an inspiring start to the program in Syra-
cuse, and weôre hopeful we can try something similar here.  
Weôve had one inspirational and  informational meeting with 
the Syracuse folks.
